2. Keep track of each backpack you read on the back of 
this paper log. You can also download the 1000 Books 
Before Kindergarten App for iPhone or Android to keep 
track on your smart phone.

3. Repeat until you’ve checked out all 100 backpacks!  
Read them all and your child will reach 1000 books 
before starting Kindergarten.
